PASS FAQ’s

St. John the Baptist School has implemented a unique way for you to check on your child's academic progress. The service is called PASS (Parental Access Support System). Using PASS, you and family members can access a "Snap shot" of academic progress and other important information via the Internet by visiting the St John's Web site (http://www.stjohnnyb.org), and then clicking on the PASS link located under Quick Links.
PASS System:

What will I see on the website?

You will be able to view your child’s current marks and progress as of the latest posting.

What are Current Marks?

This is a report card view of your child’s present grades for each subject.

What is Schedule/Progress?

The Homeroom and Classes page gives you a list of all subjects, all teachers with email links and all grade books with “progress” links for each subject/teacher.

What is a Progress link?

This page allows you to see your child’s assignments, tests, quizzes and overall scores for each subject.  The web page is divided by groups for each of the above areas with the ability to see each grade book entry and its grade or score. Each group has a list of assignments, the date the assignment was entered, the score for that assignment, the total possible points for that assignment and an Alpha grade.
Why is there a difference between my child’s score and possible score column?
Many teachers will double or triple weight a score. In that case the “possible” score column will display the total possible. The alpha score will be the best indicator of your child’s true score.
I noticed a short note in my child’s assignment column, what is it?

Teachers have the ability to write a comment called a “marked note.” This allows the teacher to explain a score or send a message to the parent/student. 

I noticed an “overall score” listed at the top of the progress link page, what does it represent?

This is the total score/grade for the subject you are viewing.  

Are all of the assignments listed included in the over all grade?

Yes, the calculation is based on all the assignments in the grade book.

How often do you post scores?

We post grades to the Pass system for grades 3- 8. We post every two weeks for our 7th/8th grade.  We post two interims and a final trimester grades for 3-6.

What do I need to login into the Pass system?
You will need a student ID number and pin number.  ID’s and pins are available to parents and students at St. John’s.

Is there any personal information posted?

No personal information is posted, in fact; only the student ID number is listed on the website.

What do the numbers represent under the “life skills “category?
